Bob Lisney,
HCC Assistant Director for Resounces, said a aompletely new
and radical approach was needed and It Involved everybody.
Waste has grown by 70% since 1990 in lina with GDP.
New legisiation now covers almost every category from
tyres to tins.
In summary, the county new management strategy locks to
redudng waste growth, Increasing recyding to up o 60% and
Increased burning In the county’s three Incinerators. More focus
is needed on closing the distinction between househokl and
commercial waske which accounts for 80% of the waste
volume.,

Sally Smith, Havant's recycling officer, summarised tha
coundil’s policy on tha collection and sorting of wasta
Altermative weeldy collection would be extended to tha
whole borough.

The work at Broadmarsh near Fardington Marshes, an
intermationally important wilkdlife site, is bo make way for
a new road junction scheme. The scheme does not
require planning approval. Project Managers for SEERA
say they consulted with English MNature, the RSPE and
Hants Wildlife Trust as well as local councils. But so far
it's not clear what mitigation will be provided to offset
the loss of habltat made worse by the onset of the
nesting season. And there’s no evidence of engaging
local resldents. FOE Is pressing for more Information.

Last year FOE Havart joined other kacal groups in
oppasing developer interest in Broadmarsh. A special
panel of courkillors recommended in their report that,
apart from a tidy-up the area, it should be left alone.

FOE assess Town Centre study

Havant Council has published new proposals for me-
shaping the town centre to Include a visan on Its future
develaopment potentlal. But the sustainabllty ratings by
councillors of ervironmental issues raised by the study fall
well short of FOE's expedations. Issues such as floading,
alr and water quallty, health and emisslons are rated low
compared with jobs and aconomic growth.
